DRAFT -CONDITIONS FOR BORROWING A CLUB BOAT AND TAKING IT AWAY FROM ECCLESTON MERE
1. Application to be made to Hon Sec 6 weeks before date required

2. Details of transport arrangements i.e. trailer & towing vehicle are to be supplied with the request.
3. THE BOAT IS TO BE STORED IN A LOCKED COMPOUND OR THE TRAILER IMMOBILISED BY TOW HITCH CLAMPAND/OR WHEEL CLAMP(.this is to comply with Insurance Conditions) whilst stored on any other  premises
4. A protest form report is to be drawn up for any damage or deficiency even if no other boat is involved

5. The person borrowing the boat, will be responsible for at least payment equal to the excess on the policy, if the damage costs that much to repair. Should the insurer not accept liability for the repair. the borrower may be expected to make a further contribution depending on the circumstances and the overall cost of the repair
6. The borrower will obtain the necessary documents from the Sailing Secretary and will be responsible for returning them immediately after the event.( measurement certificate and association membership card.
     7.   The Club Committee shall decide if the loan of the boat is approved.
     8.    If the loan is approved the borrower shall sign a copy of these conditions confirming that the conditions are accepted and will be honoured.
The above procedure for the loan of Club Boats to be taken away from Eccleston Mere was approved by the Club Committee at the April Meeting 2011
