RYA Training Forum meeting took place at Leigh and Lowton sailing club in early February and was attended by Malcolm Armstrong, Derek Lee and Trevor Fillingham.

The meeting highlighted the RYA intention to place more emphasis on “ Adult Participation”. Whilst much effort has in the past been directed at junior sailors it is acknowledged that more needs to be done for a broader range of ages.

As was made clear at the meeting PSC is already ahead of most clubs on this issue as illustrated by our links with Age Concern and PSC at this meeting was able to raise awareness of the opportunities available to clubs in respect of funding available to enable sailing for older people.

Another topic discussed was the provision of sailing without racing. There is a feeling clubs should not exist for racing only and should provide opportunity for leisurely sailing. Again, PSC has been quick to recognise this need and as most of you will know, Tuesday evenings have proved to be very popular with leisure sailors. A record turnout of 27 boats on a nice summer evening was achieved during 2009.
Beginners Course this year due to heavy demand will be run on two evenings with one course on Wednesday evening and a second course on Thursday evening. A total of 60 students will participate ( 30 on each evening ) and we already have a waiting list taking the total number of applications in excess of 60.


The course will start with the usual introductory chat evenings on Wednesday and Thursday 28th and 29th April commencing at 7-30pm with the first evenings on the water on Wednesday & Thursday 5th and 6th May starting at 6-30pm.

Age Concern students, unlike last year will not have a separate course but will be part of the normal beginner’s course.

 Subscriptions become due 15th March. Invoices will be sent out for payment by May31st. As per last year subscriptions paid after 31st May will incur penalty charge of additional £25-00

A Wayfarer Sailing Dinghy has been on trial during the winter, unfortunately, due to the severe weather conditions its use has been restricted and only a few members have been able to try  the boat out.


The decision has been taken to obtain one new Wayfarer sailing dinghy complete with spinnaker, furling jib, trapeze and trolley for a total cost of £8000. The Wayfarer will be purchased with a 100 percent grant from Sport England and arrive by July
