   All boats are stored at the owners risk


  Last Members leaving the changing rooms are asked to ensure the changing room doors are closed and locked. There have been instances recently when the changing rooms have been totally vacated and doors have been left open which allows ‘would be’ intruders to gain easy access. Only members changing should be allowed access. Strangers requiring a toilet facility should be asked to use the toilet in the passage.

To avoid unwelcome visitors entering the compound, members who use either a club boat or their own boat outside normal club opening times must return their launching trolley to the compound and ensure the compound gates are locked before taking to the water
All road trailer and launch trolleys should be clearly identified with your name or boat number. Compound space is at a premium and so road trailers should be stored under your boat or tied in a vertical position to the compound fence. We cannot afford the luxury of allocating additional compound space for road trailers.
Compound space is only available to fully paid members of the club. There have been a number of requests from members not expecting to sail this year to simply pay the compound fee without the membership fee to continue keeping their boat in the compound. Whilst the club is sympathetic and will allow some time for boat storage, such boats must eventually be removed from the compound to make space available for new members.
